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MINUTES OF 

CHERITON’S ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

HELD ON TUESDAY 13 APRIL 2010 AT 7 P.M.

AT CHERITON VILLAGE HALL

Present: - Cllr G. Ellis, Chairman, Cllr D. Smith, Cllr R. Worth, Cllr B. North, Cllr P. Culpin and Mrs J. Kettle, Clerk to the Parish Council, eleven members of village organisations and 15 villagers.

1. Apologies received. Cllr’s R. Corbett, J. Cheyney, K. Crowhurst and R. Farrer. The Reverend Dr. Alexandra Clarke.

2. Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting – 14.04.09 were approved and signed.

3. CHAIRMAN’S WELCOME AND REPORT. 

During the past year there has been one councillor resignation, one co-opted councillor will not stand and one long serving councillor has decided to stand down for election this year.

This is an election year for the CPC and we understand the elections will take place with the national elections planned for 06 May 2010. 

The precept, which has remained at £8500 for the past two years will unfortunately rise to £9000 for 2010. The Clerk explained more later in the financial presentation. 

Freeman’s Yard development continues to generate interest and a second planning application submitted by the developers goes to planning committee to decide the outcome on 27 May 2010. CPC will be able to present the concerns of the residents to the planning committee.  Both the Developers and CPC held separate public meeting to gauge the communities’ reactions to the new proposed plans. 

CPC has been engaged in the following initiatives throughout the past year:

Support of Post Office outreach service in the village shop. Mon pm & Thu am.

Six lanes and paths in and around the village are to be regularly cleared by HCC throughout the summer months. 

Renewal of Notice board at New Cheriton made by Bruce Newson, which is a great improvement. 

Current initiatives: 

Investigation in to providing suitable grit bins for the winter months.

Consultation with WCC regarding street naming and house numbering, which CPC has requested that Cheriton be exempt from.

The Village Hall AGM will occur in July and the current Chairman and Secretary are to stand down. We request all those who are interested in the village hall to attend and support this vital amenity.

Cllr B. North was presented with an engraved tankard and a card for serving 25 years on CPC.

The Accounts for 2008/9 were audited and are correct.

2009/10 ACCOUNTS ARE SUBJECT TO AUDIT

Precept has risen to £9000 for the next financial year due to this being an election year and that will incur an extra cost. The Village Hall are still promised £2,500, which is a part of their Disabled Facilities grant, has still to be paid. 

A big thank to Mr P. Raworth who very kindly completed last years’ audit and will be presently completing this years’ internal audit and at no cost to the council. 

Due to the low bank rate there was no interest paid on the bank account. CPC is always looking for a different account to improve this situation.

Mr Paul Bridges, the grass cutting contractor has not increased his rate for the coming year.

The Clerk’s pay was lower as not required to do extra hours, which were due extra work for the survey last year.

Mr T. Butcher very kindly mows the Play Area for CPC at no cost to the council, for which Cheriton Parish Council is very grateful.

No expenditure was incurred on the Play Area this year.

Mr B. Newson supplied a new notice board for New Cheriton, which is a great improvement.

5. COUNTY COUNCILLOR - MRS F. HINDSON. HCC are making a total of £12.5 million available to repair roads. £2.3 million from the government had been received with HCC topping up this figure with £10.2 million totalling £12.5 million in all. £10 million per year for the next seven years was being allocated to making roads more resilient to cold conditions. 

6. NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH. An update was given of the local police officers in the locality. Not many crimes reported, although for those affected this was too many. Two new street co-ordinators were welcomed to the team. Anyone who wishes to have an E. Mail update can request to be added to the list. Anyone sixty years of age or older can contact “The Bobby Trust” on 02392 899056 for free advice and help with security for their home.

7. CHERITON VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE – Mr R. Good - Chairman. The boiler has been replaced, which is a notable improvement. The disabled facilities have been deferred. The income for the hall suffered due to various reasons, WI ceased, no Autumn production of a play and no film nights. CPC was thanked for their continued interest and support.
8. CHERITON RECREATION GROUND COMMITTEE – Mr N. Smith, Chairman. Mr Paul Greenwood was thanked for his work especially with the electrics in the Pavilion. The signage for the Recreation Ground is to be discussed at their AGM on Sunday 25 April 2010. Mr P. Raworth questioned what was happening with the proposed gifted land from Mr D. Gray: this was answered by Mr N. Smith and the Chairman stating that until a planning issue was resolved and a letter was received direct to CPC with this offer, nothing could be progressed.
9. CHERITON PLAYERS – Mrs A. Ledsham – Chairman. Angela stated that she had take on the Chairmanship in June 2009. The April production is “Don’t Dress for Dinner”. To celebrate the 50th anniversary in 2011, an open air production was planned with the Cheriton Singers. The Autumn production would be “Blythe Spirit”. 

10. ALRESFORD POLICE. Not in attendance.
11. CHERITON PRIMARY SCHOOL – Mr N Scallan - Chair of the School Governors. Mrs Mary Keer was thanked for time in this post. 101 pupils attend the school. The school received an outstanding Ofsted report. Writing is an area for improvement. A School Travel Plan is to be implemented. Various visits were mentioned from a farm visit to a service in Winchester cathedral. The Mayor of Winchester had visited the school to talk on homelessness. Various fundraising initiatives were spoke of. Thank you was given to all those who support the school in many ways. 
12. CHERITON SINGERS – Mr P. Russell. In the absence of the Chairman, Mr Russell stated that the Singers were an amateur organisation. Two concerts were performed each year, one winter and one in the summer. Mr N. Symes is the conductor. The winter 40th celebration in the church raised £800 for charity, £400 to the church and £400 to the Geoffrey Harfield Trust and this was brilliantly organised by Mr P. Hellard. A spring concert is planned for May. The Messiah part one will be in December. 
13. ST. MICHAELS AND ALL ANGELS. – Mrs D. Thompson, Reader. The PCC are delighted with the Rector who has a steely determination. Parish Visiting is a priority. Alex Pease is training for priesthood. Part of the churchyard is a nature reserve. Mr S. Scott has completed an infantry of the churchyard, which is very useful. Mr B. Newson was thanked for the furniture restoration that he has completed. The church is there for everyone. 
14. CLLR H. VERNEY. Speed limits have been implemented. The Parliamentary seat for Cheriton is Meon Valley. Extra help for older sick people can be obtained from HCC. The CAB in Alresford has been suspended, talks are continuing to try to re-establish this. The Planning Dept at WCC are slow at present. Freeman’s Yard planning application will be decided at Committee on 27 May 2010, more commercial use of the site was expressed. Attended most of CPC’s meetings in the last year. I am up for election this year.
15. GOOD COMPANIONS. Still going strong with eighteen members. Lunch at the Cricketers was to be enjoyed presently. Various talks had been arranged throughout the year. They meet on the fourth Wednesday of the month. A request for a replacement for Ann Higgins who is leaving the village, is needed to help with Good Companions.
16. QUESTION TIME. Mr P. Raworth stated that the church has a Calendar of Events on their website and encouraged anyone who has an event to contact Sarah Lloyd to have this information put on this. With no other questions raised, the meeting closed at 8.00 p.m.
