Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Wednesday 5 October 2011 at 7.30 p.m. in the Committee Room at the Village Hall.

PRESENT: - CLLR. G. ELLIS (CHAIRMAN), CLLR. J. CHEYNEY (JOINT VICE- CHAIR), CLLR. R. WORTH, CLLR. D. SMITH AND THE CLERK MRS J. KETTLE.

10.1 APOLOGIES. Cllr’s. B Large, R. Corbett (Joint Vice Chairman), P. Culpin & M. Tugwell’s were received. 

10.2 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS. None declared.

10.3 PUBLIC SESSION. Mr S. Scott updated CPC that Hedley solicitors could work for the Village Hall Committee as well as CPC and they had been instructed by the Village Hall Committee to approach the Charity Commission on how to proceed with the transfer of the hall to CPC from Winchester Diocesan Board Of Finance. A grant is being sought from WCC to cover maintenance projects on the hall and CPC was asked to complete part of the grant application form.

Cty Cllr F. Hindson informed CPC with various HCC items including new opening times for libraries and that schools had received “Outstanding” in a recent Ofsted inspection.

PLANNING.

Mr M. Miles of Willow Cottage asked CPC if they would remove a Goat Willow on the path between Bridge Cottage and Little Itchen. It was agreed to seek three quotes for felling this tree and to seek some recompense from Mr M. Miles to help with the costs of the trees’ removal, if WCC agree to its removal.

11/02203/STCON – Burnt Platt, Alresford Road - 1 Chestnut tree fell. 1 Chestnut tree reduce to previous points. Notification only.

11/02206/SFUL – Street record, Freeman’s Yard – Amendment to the design of the approved 4 bedroom dwellings on plot 6 (Ref 09/02590/FUL) to increase the living area at ground floor and reposition vehicular access to the plot and its garaging arrangement – CPC has no objection providing that there is enough room to swing round in this garage from the back road. Awaiting WCC’s decision.

10.6 THE OPEN RIVER ON THE B3046. No news to report on this. This would remain on next months’ agenda.

10.7 CYCLE LOOP SIGNAGE. Cllr H. Verney had informed CPC that any remaining signs can be removed by WCC if CPC wished this. CPC is to report to Cllr H. Verney all the sign locations that require removal. CPC is to write and thank Sara Kendall @ WCC for removing all these signs.

10.8 CORRESPONDENCE.

The Chairman attended the recent Police Forum and was told that no front line officers including PCSO’s would be made redundant. All redundancies that might occur would be in administration and the back office. There is to be four stations instead of six in the area and Alresford Police Station, which is due for closure would have an office in the Fire Station. www.crimereports.co.uk was available for monitoring reported crimes.

Cllr D. Smith attended the recent AGM of the Neighbourhood Watch and reported that Mr D. Pain was the new Chairman of this organisation.

Further to Cllr C. Norkett resigning, this vacancy has been advertised and nominees sought for the post.

Cllr R. Worth is to attend a meeting held by Mr G. Hollingbery MP on Friday 28 October 2011 @ 7.30 p.m. at Alresford Golf Club to discuss the recent Draft National Planning Policy Framework paper. 

All the following items from Cllr R. Corbett, were reported to Cty Cllr F. Hindson: -

1. The soak-away between Beauworth crossroads and Beauworth village has not been cleaned out this year.

2. The gateway at the top of Harnham Hill, which is partially blocked by HCC spoil still hasn’t been cleared.

3. Beauworth crossroads (eastbound) has not been completed.

CPC is to renew its free membership with Winchester Area Community Action (WACA).

In addition the RFO made clear that the transfer might be ownership, lease or guardianship and the financial commitment that this might incur.

3. Further to a publication from HALC, which had been sent to CPC with regard to the Clerk being on PAYE; it was agreed that the Clerk state in writing that all taxes and National Insurance contributions from being self-employed with CPC are paid by the Clerk.

4. It was agreed that CPC would insure the Diamond Jubilee celebrations being held Cheriton House on Sunday 3 June 2012.

6. It was agreed to donate £50 to New Alresford Town Trust for the Community Minibus. 
7. The Audit Commission completed the Annual Return for CPC and no comments or suggestions were made to this. In accordance and to comply with this completion, notices have been placed on the notice boards stating that copies of the Annual Return can be purchased for a £1 per copy.
8. It was agreed to pay Mr P. Hellard for the ramp in additon to the microphones for the Hearing Loop.
9. HALC has announced their membership fees for 2011/12 and 2012/13, they are: -2011/12 - £203 and   2012/13 - £217.

10. It was agreed to complete and sign a grant application to WCC for various maintenance issues for the Village Hall.
